Dear Owner:

This office has completed its review of the plan referenced above, and we are now recommending Technical Approval.  Plans will not be “Approved” until the Land Disturbance Permit is issued.    At this time, the following items need to be addressed before this office can issue a Land Disturbance Permit for this project:

  X    	The Plans need to be approved by the Planning Department
  X    	The applicable Land Disturbance Permit Type for this project is Land Disturbing Activity 10,000 square feet or greater (valid for 12 months)
  X _	The Erosion and Sediment Control Inspection Fee has been set at $2,533.68 (6.28 acres of land disturbance at $612 base fee plus $306/acre).  
  X    	The Owner/Applicant must post the Erosion Control Bond amount of $39,219.00 using the County’s standard forms.  This Bond may be in the form of cash, irrevocable letter of credit, or surety.  Note: Surety requires the first $20,000.00 to be in the form of cash bond or letter of credit.
  X    	Prior to issuance of the Land Disturbance Permit the Owner/Applicant must obtain a VSMP Permit.  This will require a separate payment that will have to be made to Virginia DEQ before the VSMP permit can be issued. [termination and SWPPP documents if applicable]
  __ 	A bill of sale from the DEQ approved non-point source Water Quality credit vendor must be provided to document the off-site nutrients credits have been purchased as specified on the approved plans.

[Note that for any stormwater BMPs associated with this project, the Owner must submit a construction record drawing that has been signed and sealed by a professional registered in the Commonwealth of Virginia certifying that the BMP(s) have been constructed in accordance with the plan.  Typically, inspections must take place during construction of the BMP in order for the registered professional to provide this certification.]  PLEASE NOTE THAT NO CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES CAN TAKE PLACE UNTIL YOU OBTAIN A LAND DISTURBANCE PERMIT FROM THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS.
